 Kipervika P-Hus, Rådstugata 1 – 13 minute walk

Kipervika parking garage is located under Kiperviktorget. Here there are 61 
places where 27 of them are rented out on an annual basis. The remaining 34 
spaces are all-day toll booths.

Here is a charge every day, also on Saturday.

The parking garage is the largest parking garage in the city and is located on the 
basement floor of the town hall. Here are 420 parking spaces. A light sign at the 
driveway to the parking garage shows where there are vacant spaces in the 
house. The area outside the boom area is regulated with 2 hours of parking, and 
you can pay by coin, card or App / SMS. See the lookup at the machine for 
procedure.



 Torghallen P-Hus, Nedre Strandgate 9 – 11 minutes walk

Here there is two level parking. Downstairs there is full-day parking, and on the 
top floor there is 30 minutes free at Bunnpris's spaces. They are marked with 
yellow signs. The rest of the spaces are all day parking.
